Re: National Unrest in South Sudan 
Security Council 
Recognizing that South Sudan gained independence from Sudan on 9 July 2011 as the outcome of a 2005 peace treaty that ended Africa's longest-running civil war,
Drawing attention to the fact that the new state stands to benefit from inheriting the bulk of Sudan's oil wealth, but continuing disputes with Khartoum and a lack of economic development cloud its immediate future,
Noting with deep concern that a contingent of Ethiopian troops deployed to Abyei to deter clashes between the two Sudanese sides has not observed any significant progress on the withdrawal of armed forces from the area, 
Fully aware of the dispute over land between farmers of the pro-South Sudan Dinka Ngok people and cattle-herding Misseriya Arab tribesmen, 
Observing that South Sudan's annual inflation rate accelerated to 61.5 percent in September from 57.1 percent in August and has resulted in a surge in food prices that may lead to foreseeable consequences in the near future, 
Gravely concerned that the violence continues between the largely Christian and pro-SPLA Nuba people and northern government forces in the Nuba Mountains region of Sudan's South Kordofan state,
1. Reminds the Government of Sudan, South Sudan and the disenfranchised members Sudan People’s Liberation Movement (SPLM) to refrain from violence in the aftermath of the schism, 
2. Demands the withdrawal of armed forces from the oil-rich region of Abyei which is necessary to facilitate the return of more than 100,000 internally displaced persons, to create conditions for a peaceful seasonal migration of the Misseriya tribe, and to build confidence among the parties,
3. Calls upon UNISFA (the United Nations Interim Security Force for Abyei) to continue to monitor the flashpoint border between north and south that is authorized to use force in protecting civilians and humanitarian workers in Abyei, 
4. Strongly condemns the several rebel forces opposed to the SPLM-dominated government that have appeared, including the South Sudan Liberation Army (SSLA) of Peter Gadet and a force led former SPLA general George Athor, 
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
