Re: Nuclear Arms Non-Proliferation
General Assembly

Bearing in mind that nuclear proliferation is the spread of nuclear weapons, fissile material, and weapons-applicable nuclear technology and information, to nations which are not recognized as "Nuclear Weapon States" on the Nuclear Non-proliferation Treaty (NPT),
Deeply disturbed by the catastrophic consequences of dropping just two nuclear weapons, as seen in the 1945 Hiroshima and Nagasaki nuclear bombings which included hundreds of thousands of civilian deaths and casualties,
Noting with concern that the only four non-parties to the Nuclear Non-proliferation Treaty that have openly tested and declared that they possess nuclear weapons: India, Pakistan and North Korea, and Israel having a policy of deliberate ambiguity, are inspected by the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) only to verify accuracy of nuclear facility records to report to GA and SC,

Emphasizing that the IAEA's main mandate is that uranium will not be enriched beyond what is necessary for commercial civil plants and energy sources, and that plutonium produced by nuclear reactors not be refined into a form suitable for bomb production, 
Realizing that the world has been caught up in a nuclear arms race countries such as India are spurred to manufacture their own nuclear weapons due to the increasing threat of having no defence against by neighbouring countries, 

1. Strongly urges states that are not members of the NPT and are known to or are suspected of possessing nuclear weapons or weapons-applicable nuclear technology to sign the treaty immediately;
2. Expresses its appreciation for international co-operation between countries such as the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) and the IAEA, which promotes the development of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes, inhibiting its use in any military purpose;
3. Recommends that all countries possessing nuclear technology use it for energy purposes only and dispose of its stockpile of nuclear weaponry;

4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
