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Re: Abolishment of Corrupt Governments in African Countries
African Union

Appalled that of the ten countries considered most corrupt in the world, six are in sub-Saharan Africa, according to Transparency International, a leading global watchdog on corruption, 
Noting further that a 2002 African Union study estimated that corruption cost the continent roughly $150 billion a year, and to compare, developed countries gave $22.5 billion in aid to sub-Saharan Africa in 2008, according to the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development,
Noting with deep concern Kenya and how corruption can tip a seemingly stable country into political crisis, for example the 2007 election and President Mwai Kibaki claiming victory over opposition candidate Raila Odinga demonstrated govenrmental corrupution as there was little chance of the opposting candidate winning because of racism in the government, 
Noting further that Kenya, for example, has laws against corruption of government (Prevention of Corruption Act) and has had this law since 1956; yet the electon showed that it had a very corrupt government,
1.  Noting with appreciation Nigeria which under Nuhu Ribadu, Nigeria's Economic and Financial Crimes Commission, recovered $5 billion in stolen public funds and secured 250 convictions in addition, it helped pass laws that mandated competitive bidding on government contracts and public audits of the oil revenues sent to state governments; 

2. Resolves strengthening pre-existing anti-corruption institution as institutional weakness facilitates corruption and particularly imbalances a strong executive branch and weak legislature and judiciary;
3. Reccommends countries reduce dependency on foreign aid; that for instance, the Democratic Republic of Congo, Chad, and Sierra Leone, which are on Transparency International's top ten corruption list, receive hundreds of millions of dollars in aid;
4. Decides to remain actively siezed of the matter.
