Re:  Combating Malaria
African Union

Defining malaria as a parasitic disease caused by eukaryotic protests of the genus Plasmodium that involves high fevers, shaking chills, flu-like symptoms, and anaemia,
Taking into account that malaria caused an estimated 781 000 deaths worldwide in 2009, 
Approves the continued distribution of long-lasting insecticide impregnated nets (LLINs) in Africa and nations affected by malaria,
Bearing in mind that most deaths from malaria occur among children living in Africa where a child dies every 45 seconds and the disease accounts for approximately 20% of all childhood deaths,
Calling attention to the fact that malaria can result in miscarriage and low birth weight, especially during first and second pregnancies,
1. Approves the early diagnosis and treatment of malaria which reduces disease and lowers mortality rates as the threat of more people becoming infected with this disease is greatly reduced;

2. Encourages long-lasting insecticide impregnated nets (LLINs) which are the preferred form of ITNs for public health distribution programmes and help protect people while they sleep;
3. Further recommends the research vaccine known as RTS,S/AS01 which is  currently being evaluated in a large clinical trial in 7 countries in Africa; 
4. Proposes that countries identifying threats to malaria control and eliminate as well as new areas for action;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
