Re: Rejection for the Proposal for a Palestinian State

General Assembly

Keeping in mind that the Proposals for a Palestinian state refers to an independent state 
for Palestinian people including the territory of the Gaza Strip, currently 
controlled by the Hamas faction of the Palestinian National Authority, the West 
Bank, administered by the Fatah faction of the  Palestinian National Authority, 
and East Jerusalem, controlled by Israel under a claim of sovereignty,

Further keeping in mind that the Hamas who is considered the main authority figure in 
Palestine controlling 85% of the territory, has been classified as a terrorist 
organization by the European Union, the United States, Canada, Israel and Japan, 
and has made numerous anti-Semitic comments in press releases as well as 
vehemently denying the Holocaust,  
Realizing that Palestine has not had a government with stability for over 3 years at a time 
since its independence from British Mandate for Palestine in 1946, its leaders 
being dictators or corrupt figures,
Taking into account that as of September 2011, the current State of Palestine is formally 
not recognized by 66 member countries of the United Nations, including Canada, 
United States of America, 

Having studied that the first proposal for a Palestinian state in 1967 was rejected by 
Britain as it was predicted that they would not have the means to support 
themselves economically, and there would be great social and political turmoil,
Observing that 46% of the Palestinian population is under the poverty line, with at 16.5% 
unemployment rate as of 2011, with their main industries and exports being 
cement, soap, textile, food processing, olives, flowers and textiles,
1. Calls upon all member countries of the UN to reject Palestine as a State within 
the United Nations assembly with full voting rights equal to that of any 
other country;
2. Expresses its appreciation for Israel extending a peacemaking effort to a 


TransJordan Palestine in 1980, and encourages them to resurrect previous 


goodwill and cooperation; 


3. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
