Re:  Prostitution and Sexual Exploitation
Human Rights Committee
Aware that youth prostitution is defined as a global issue which is increasing at an overwhelming pace and has become so significant that any country, whether developed or developing, is affected by this issue,

Fully alarmed that areas in Africa, specifically Rwanda, now have the highest portion of orphans and child-headed households in the world due to the genocide and present disease of HIV/AIDS that left 1 million Rwandan children orphaned and now suffer a poverty stricken life deprived of necessities, services and security, 


Further noting that there are still an estimated 7000 street children living in extremely poor conditions, malnourished, sexually abused and with rare access to medical care,

Bearing in mind that there are an estimated 1.2 million children being trafficked for sexual exploitation every year, many of them resorting to prostitution and sexual due to lack of income,

Appalled that the women sold into these situations are forced to 12 hours of service per day and are physically abused, chained to beds and terrorized with weapons such as hot irons,

Having studied that UNICEF estimates there are 2,140 child prostitutes in the major cities of Rwanda and several thousand street children throughout the country where 35% under 10 years of age are sexually active and 80 % of the street girls admit to being raped,
1. Emphasizes the importance that all countries able, should continue funding UNICEF and continue to donate funds and materials for developing countries;

2. Suggests NGOs to teach citizens of developing countries precautions to be taken against sexual slavery and exploitation and to make them aware of the issue and how to protect themselves;

3.  Urges member states to impose new and heavier punishment and immediate arrest of anyone who uses and pays for the solicitation of sex and allow for tracking illegal agencies that run youth prostitution or promote it;
4. Encourages countries to increase border security to diminish the issue of human trafficking and to be aware that it is a serious matter;
5. Decides to remain actively seized on the matter.
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
