Re: Weapon Smuggling of Libyan Arms
Security Council 

Affirming that large caches of weapons from Libya are making their way across the Egyptian border and flooding black markets in Egypt’s already unstable Sinai Peninsula,
Recognizing that terrorism constitutes one of the most serious threats to international peace and security and that the current theft of Libyan poses detriment to the global community,

Reaffirming the Security Council’s strong commitment to the sovereignty, independence, territorial integrity and national unity of Libya, while stressing the importance of taking appropriate measures in this respect,
Recognizing the arrest of five groups of smugglers transporting weapons from Libya, including antiaircraft missile launchers, across Egypt toward its border with Israel, raising concerns about security in the Sinai Peninsula by Egyptian Interior Ministry officials,  
Disturbed by Hamas’ ability to smuggle relatively advanced Russian missiles, looted from Libyan military warehouses, into the Gaza Strip and noting that these Russian missiles curb Israel’s forces’ almost unlimited freedom of movement over Gaza and may be potentially used against civil aviation in Eilat,
Deeply disturbed by the terrorist attack on the Egyptian border that killed eight on August 18, 2011 and noting that untraceable transactions of the black market enable further attacks, 

1. Affirms the urgent need for additional effective measures to be taken in order to guarantee that previous obligations of Libya in relation to arms control and disarmament are fulfilled, and stressing the primary responsibility of Libyan national authorities in this regard;

2. Encourages the Global Counter-Terrorist Forum to focus its attention on illegal proliferation of arms as a factor significantly increasing terrorist threat especially in the region and to provide effective practical recommendations addressing this issue;

3. Urges the Transitional National Council and its successors to undertake all necessary steps to prevent the proliferation of man-portable surface-to-air missiles and to ensure their proper custody;
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
