Re: Climate Change

General Assembly

Taking note that global warming is caused by the Earth’s atmosphere absorbing energy in the form of carbon dioxide, methane, nitrous oxide, water vapour and halocarbons causing the a cyclic action of increasing the global temperature,
Drawing attention to the fact that this warming of the earth is causing glaciers to melt, sea levels to rise, storms to be increasingly forceful, an increase in floods, a decrease in the amount of snowfall and a rise in droughts,
Noting with deep concern that the hottest years on record have occurred during the past two decades causing 30 000 deaths during a heat wave in Europe in 2003, temperatures to rise to 48.1(C in India, an increase in water temperatures in the Gulf of Mexico leading to Hurricane Katrina in the United States and a160 square mile piece of land on the Antarctica coast to break away,

Convinced that developed nations during the time of industrialization have been the main initiator of climate change but in the recent  years the blame has turned to developing nations in contributing to the rise in temperature, 

1. Reminds countries that goal number seven of the Millennium Goals is to Ensure Environmental Sustainability which includes the “Integration of the principles of sustainable development into country policies and programmes and reverse the loss of environmental resources”;

2. Endorses the education of current and future generations on climate change and the strategies in place to conserve and protect our environment; 

3. Demands developed nations to pay the necessary monetary amount which is to be put towards further supporting programs that provide research and implementation of systems to reduce climate change;

4. Asks for the assistance of nations in removing all ozone-depleting substances that are major contributors to greenhouse gases by the year 2013;

5. Recommends  the governments of countries to work with the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC)  in implementing uniform change;

6. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
