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Re: Promoting Healthcare through Combating HIV/AIDs

Appalled by the reality that AIDS has killed more than 25 million people, orphaned 15 million children and exacerbated  hunger and poverty,
Calling attention that HIV has become the leading cause of death among both men and women aged 15 to 59, as they represent 50 percent of people living with HIV worldwide,
Recognizing that the price of some AIDS medicines have been greatly reduced and has helped to generate a substantial increase in the number of people receiving antiretroviral treatment,
Emphasizing that there is an estimated 7, 000 new infections of AIDS and over 6,000 deaths each day,

Observing that the impact of AIDS has already been so devastating such so that the Human Development Report 2005 concluded that HIV/AIDS pandemic had inflicted the single greatest reversal in human development,

Deeply disturbed that AIDS is among the primary cause of death in Africa,
 1. Appalled that the Algerian government has not taken action and educated the population about AIDS/HIV;
2. Encourages the need to ensure access to free health care from government organizations for the people of Africa combating and living with HIV/AIDS and the continued donations from member states to assist the fight against the spread of HIV/AIDs;
 3.  Observing that in 2005 world leaders committed to a massive scaling up of 

         HIV prevention, treatment and care with the aim of achieving their goal of universal access to treatment by 2010 for all those who need it;
4. Convinced that the action of the Declaration of Commitment on HIV/AIDS marked a turning point when the world recognized the challenges posed by AIDS and pledged to take action;

5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
