Re: North Korean Nuclear Arms

Observing that in October 2000, North Korea announced that it was restarting its nuclear 
programs, breaking a 1994 agreement to forego nuclear ambitions in exchange for 
the construction of two safer lightwater nuclear power reactors and shipments of 
oil from the U.S.,


Noting with alarm that North Korea has withdrawn from the Nuclear Non-Proliferation 
Treaty (NPT) as of January 2003, 

Calling to attention that on October 9, 2006, North Korea issued an announcement that it 
had conducted its first nuclear test, which was suspected to be the cause of a 4.3 
magnitude earthquake as noted by both the United States Geological Survey and 
Japanese seismological authorities,

Keeping in mind that North Korea and South Korea are still at war, with no peace treaty 
having been reached after the 1950-1953 Korean conflict,
Noting with approval that the Agreed Framework that guides the four nuclear programme 
being built or already existing in North Korea – a five-megawatt (MWt) 
experimental nuclear power reactor and partially competed plutonium facility in 
Yongbyon which activities have been halted, 200-MTw nuclear power reactor in 
Taechon whose construction has been halted, two 1000-MWt light water reactors 
in Kumho being built, and a laboratory-scale hot cells that may have been used to 
extract small quantities of plutonium
1. Calls for the immediate renewal of treaties with the North Korean government to 
communicate the dire need of cessation of nuclear arms development;
2. Encourages a new agreement to be reached between North Korea and the signatories 
of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty to perform inspections of its

North Korea’s nuclear power plants to be held every 6 months to ensure that

radioactive elements are not being enriched beyond a source for energy;
3. Trusts that North Korea will agree to the accords set by negotiating countries, and for 
new economic sanctions to be set up between member states to enforce the 
compliance of North Korea;
3. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
