Re: Human Trafficking 
Human Rights Committee 
Bearing in mind that approximately 2.5 million people were trafficked around the world in the year 2007, with only 3,160 convictions around the world, meaning that for every 800 people trafficked, one person was convicted, 
Deeply concerned that 43 percent of trafficked people are forced into sexual exploitation, of which 98 percent are women and girls and are transferred throughout several regions, abused regularly and put at risk for several sexually transmitted diseases,
Calling attention to the fact that trafficking often occurs, due to victims being lured by job advertisements and abducted, 
Noting further that in some cases, people voluntarily go into trafficking in desperation to obtain an income as a last resort, due to a lack of jobs or discrimination in their nation,
Deploring nations being ranked as a Tier 3 on human trafficking, such as Saudi Arabia, Burma and Cambodia, in regards to lack of government concern and efforts to eliminate trafficking, provide victims with protection or convict offenders, due to no laws against the trafficking of others,
Taking into account that an estimated 1.2 million children are trafficked per year, with around 300,000 being child soldiers who have been taken from their homes and usually intoxicated by drugs, threatened and forced into killing family members as part of training and empowered by weapons to be made fearless, in order to be sold around the world,

Alarmed by the fact that in many situations, law enforcers and police will partake in the process of trafficking and taking advantage of their position or will not enforce action against the matter,
1. Congratulates United Arab Emirates on their grant to start the United Nations Global Initiative to Fight Human Trafficking (UN.GIFT) and the financial support of other nations, such as Australia, Canada, and Switzerland, in order to promote the fight against global trafficking, increase awareness, ensure adequate protection of victims and support other nations to partake in these efforts as well;
2. Strongly recommends for nations to be conscious of trafficking of people into and out of their nations and to implement action against this matter by enforcing laws and carrying out efficient prosecution of offenders involved;

3. Encourages nations to maintain an organized system in surveillance of immigrants entering and to partake in any necessary investigations and procedures;
4. Urges States to investigate such crimes and to punish the perpetrators, plus, reinforce measures in this regard, including international cooperation; 
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
