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Re: Peacekeeping Efforts in Afghanistan

Reaffirming the 140,000 international troops combating in Afghanistan, 100,000 of these are from the United States of America, as they continue to fight against a brutal, Taliban- led uprising,

Reminding the United Nations that 2011 is on course to be the most gruesome and bloodiest yet for civilians, with 1,462 people killed in the first half of the year, 80 percent by insurgents,

Noting that a month after September 11, 2001, American planes dropped dozens of laser guided bombs and cruise missiles on targets in Kabul and other Afghan cities,

Stressing that the United Nations electoral assistance has become an increasingly essential feature in UN peace missions supporting elections in several post- conflict countries, including Afghanistan, giving more than 57 million registered voters the opportunity to exercise their democratic rights,    

1. Urges the UN Assistance Mission in Afghanistan (UNAMA), to mandate and to support democratization and reconciliation in Afghanistan;  

2. Encourages working alongside the NATO mission and the United Nations Assistance Mission in Afghanistan (UNAMA), which has been working in Afghanistan since 2002 with the goal of supporting the rebuilding and national reconciliation process;    

3.   Stresses the importance of the Canadian Forces personnel who are serving in Afghanistan under the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) mission led by the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO);   
4.  Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
