1. Calls upon the UN and UNICEF to fund money for African countries without basic 
necessities;

2. Encourages the UN to ask other countries for the consideration of receiving 
exported goods from African countries such as cotton, tea, sugar, coffee, and 
bananas;

3. Calls for World Vision to help sponsor children in poverty, which can provide 
clean water, food, education, and health services;

4. Suggests the UN to educate others about poverty-stricken countries in Africa, so 
that they could help improve the living conditions of Burundi;

5. Further requests that foundations may supply water filtration devices for African 
countries to provide cleaner and safer drinking water;

6. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
