Noting that international solidarity is goal eight of the millennium goals which are to be achieved by the year 2015,

Having studied that the level of official development assistance (ODA) has risen to an all time high of $120 billion despite the current financial crisis and has been aimed to increase to $146 billion by the year 2010 but has fallen short $20 billion,

Observing that Africa has been short changed in receiving ODA and has received only $11 billion instead of the promised $25 billion,

Appalled that most countries are well below the United Nations target of 0.7 percent of the gross national income,

 Aware of the fact that Denmark, Luxemborg, the Netherlands, Norway and Sweden have exceeded the UN’s target and that United States, France, Germany, the United Kingdom and Japan have donated the most money, 

Keeping in mind that developing countries are benefiting from the reduction of tariffs through preferential tariffs on agriculture even though import tariffs are still high on textiles and clothing,
Deeply regretting that access to the internet is sorely lacking in many parts of the world where only 23% of the world is online, 1 in 6 people in developing nations and only 6% in Southern Asia, Oceania, and sub-Saharan Africa,

1. Calls for the attention of the world to follow in the footsteps of Egypt. Chad,     Ghana, Honduras, Nigeria, Tanzania and Zambia by turning debt into public funds used to fight debt;

2. Asks that Southern nations strengthen the South-South cooperation, which works together to exchange of resources, technology, and knowledge between developing countries, by increasing trade amoung nations to provide stability, decrease poverty and create unified nations;
3. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
