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Re: Abolishment of Child Soldiers

Appalled by the fact that abducted children as the soldier of choice, make up 90% of The Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA); these children are cruelly and viciously abused,
Alarmed that more than 30,000 children have been seized and eradicated, many as young as 8 years old  are put in the armed forces becoming traumatized as they are forced to commit acts of violence against their family units and the civilian populations, and In Liberia, children as young as seven have been found in combat,

Having considered the fact that "Every child has the right of protection from armed conflicts" according to article 38 of the UN-Convention on the Rights of the Child which was adopted on 20 November 1989 by the General Assembly of the United Nations, it is deemed that this resolution must be taken into great consideration,
Noting with regret children involved in armed conflict are frequently killed or injured during combat or while carrying out other tasks. They are forced to engage in hazardous activities such as laying mines or explosives, as well as using weapons,
1. Encourages work to prevent the compulsory or voluntary recruitment or re-recruitment of former soldiers, taking particular account of the needs of former girl soldiers;
2. Expresses, accordingly, accordingly, it’s intention to consider taking appropriate steps to further address this issue, in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations and its resolution 1379 (2001), if it deems that insufficient progress is made upon the review of the next Secretary-General’s report;
3. Calls upon States to respect fully the relevant provisions of applicable international humanitarian law relating to the rights and protection of children in armed conflict, in particular the four Geneva Conventions of 1949;
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
