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Re: Abolishment of Child Labour

Human Rights Committee 

Alarmed that according to statistics compiled by the International Labour Organization, there are approximately 215 million child labourers (aged 5-17) in the world today, with 115 million involved in hazardous work,
Emphasizing that child labour among young people aged 5 to 17 increased by 20 percent, from 52 million to 62 million,
Concerned that these child labourers do not have access to a proper education and are thereby forsaking their future careers, leaving them trapped, unable to change these customs and move forward to a redefined way of life,
Keeping in mind that Article 26 of the United Nations Declaration of Human Rights states that all people have the right to education,

Noting further that child labour also infringes articles 23, 24, and 25 of the United Nations Declaration of Human Rights which deal with working conditions, and freedom of choice of employment,
Observing that despite the growing awareness of this exploitation of vulnerable children within society, child labour continues to exist and appears to be increasing,
Condemns all employers who use children to increase economic profits and consequently deny children their human rights as well as governments that allow or turn a blind eye to such matters,
1. Calls for countries with higher levels of child labour to form organizations and dedicated forces under the guidance and supervision of the United Nation’s Children Fund (UNICEF) with the aim of improving living conditions of children;

2. Encourages continual and increased funding of programs that aspire to improve the realization of children’s rights in affected regions, such as UNICEF;
3. Urges governments to institute and enforce laws and regulations that protect children from child labour and punish those who choose to exploit these unfortunate and vulnerable children;
4. Endorses financial and governmental aid from developed countries to developing countries with the aim to improve local economies and abolishing child labour;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
