Re: Repercussions of the Israeli Occupation of Palestine
Security Council

Deeply regretting that UN statistics have revealed that nearly 8000 Palestinians were killed in the Israeli-Palestinian conflict between 1987 and 2010,

Alarmed that the Palestinians’ ability to work, produce and earn an income is severely limited, where income has plunged by 40 percent, with 67 percent of the population below the poverty line, while the only thing fighting off massive hunger and disease is the emergency humanitarian assistance coming in the form of foreign money,

Further stating that the poverty level in Palestine cities are reaching distressing proportions, such as in Gaza where it has already reached 80%, while food insecurity is also at very high levels, reaching up to 41% in Gaza, 


Deeply conscious that the unemployment rate in Palestine has increased by a devastating amount, jumping to 20 percent in the West Bank and 45 percent in Gaza, with 95 percent of all factories in Gaza having closed down in recent years (CIA World Factbook),

Deeply disturbed by the Israeli control on the Palestinians for matters such as the import of goods, where administrated hurdles on the movement of goods have been formed by Israel to force Palestine to buy from Israel or pay them for imports of goods from other nations; noting further that Israel gains approximately $900 million per year through control of West Bank mining and quarrying and $150 million from commercial Dead Sea products,


Further appalled by Israeli authorities, which have placed obstacles on the delivery of humanitarian aid to the Palestinians,
Calling attention to an Amnesty International report taken on water in Palestine, which reveals that in parts of the West Bank, Israeli occupants use approximately 20 times more water per capita than their Palestinian neighbours, who can barely meet the minimum standard of water recommended by the World Health Organization, which is approximately 20 litres of water per capita a day,
Noting with deep concern that according to a study taken by the Palestinian Authority ministry and national research institute, the Israeli occupation has cost the Palestinian government approximately $7 billion to date, with Israel’s ban on Palestinian access to the Jordan River, Dead Sea, and groundwater aquifers costing Palestinians $1.9 billion in lost agricultural revenues, $1.2 billion in mineral resources and $143 million in Dead Sea tourism,
1. Calls for the Peace Research Institute in the Middle East (PRIME) to continue their projects to develop a civil society through joint work perceived and accepted positively by both sides while continuing to work with the Palestinian and Israeli NGOs who are willing to cooperate and maintain peace;

2. Encourages Palestine to continue to allow NGOs to work within their boundaries and aid their citizens, while continuing to preserve and protect the environment and its resources, such as water and agriculture;
3. Recommends that Palestine’s independence be approved, so that Palestine will not be dependent on Israeli goods and resources, which are bought by Palestinians for an overtly expensive price;
4. Declares accordingly that Palestinians receive full compensation for confiscated lands from Israel, gain full citizenship and that Palestinian refugees’ gain their right of return;
