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Re: Abolishment of Capital Punishment

Defining capital punishment as the”ultimate denial of human rights. It is the premeditated and cold-blooded killing of a human being by the state. This cruel, inhuman and degrading punishment is done in the name of justice.”, as defined bu Amnesty International,
Stating that there has been a rise in the amount of countries that allow judicial executions from 20 nations in 2009 to 23 nations in 2011,
 Bearing in mind that there were 527 executions in 2010 worldwide,
Noting with concern that currently there are 17 833 persons sentenced to death world wide,
Appalled that the estimated number of executions of China greatly surpasses that of Egypt, Libya, Bangladesh, Thailand, Botswana, Singapore, North Korea, Malaysia, Syria, Japan, Vietnam, Sudan, Yemen, United States of America, Saudi Arabia, Iraq and Iran combined, 

Taking into account that the methods used in execution include beheading, electrocution, hanging, lethal injection, shooting,
1. Suggesting that nations limit the use of execution to more serious crimes as stated in Article 6, paragraph 2 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR), like financial crimes, non-violent religious practice, expression of conscience, and urge countries to not impose the death penalty as a mandatory sentence;
2. Encourages nations to only allow the use of capital punishment when the judgement is made by a competent court after a fair legal case at least similar to that stated in article 14 of ICCPR where each person suspected or charged is given adequate legal assistance at all stages of trail;
3. Demands countries using the death penalty to build more jails in order to house criminals preventing the use of execution; 
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
