Re: Eradication of Landmines 

Security Council
Bearing in mind that although landmine use in the last decade has decreased, problems still remain in regards to the rehabilitation and removal of landmines,

Fully alarmed that many countries in the world are still riddled with landmines such as Kuwait with 5 million, Cambodia with 8-10 million, Iran with 16 million and Egypt with 23 million, 
Noting with regret that in Kuwait, approximately 97.8 percent of land became mined and it is still dangerous today, 
Noting with deep concern that it is generally accepted that more than 40,000 Cambodians have suffered amputations as a result of mine injuries since 1979, 

Further appalled by the fact Government officials claim that Iraq planted some 16 million landmines in Iran during the 1980s, contaminating an area of over 42,000 square kilometers, 
Recognizing that in Egypt, seven million mines have been cleared from the Western desert in the last 15 years and three million in the Sinai desert,
1. Suggests that all landmines be removed from the aforementioned countries and countries besides;

2. Strongly deplores the placement of landmines in countries during war, and proposes that countries who have placed landmines in past years during wars be fined and formally charged;

3. Calls upon all countries in the United Nations to sign the Ottawa Treaty, also known as the Anti-Personal Mine Ban, such as the United States of America and the Russian Federation and proposin economic santions on non-complaint countries;  

4. Urges the United Nations to create a fund or support all funds directed to organizations who advocate civilians with injuries sustained from landmines;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
