Deeply disturbed of the destruction due to bombing and burning of schools and
 hospitals leaving children dead, or injured without healthcare or aid, 
Emphasizing the responsibility of the Security Council for the maintenance of 
international security and its commitment to address the widespread impact of 
armed conflict on children, 
Stressing the primary role of Governments in providing protection and relief to all 
children affected by armed conflict and that the protection of children in armed 
conflict should be an important aspect of any comprehensive strategy to resolve 
this, 
Acknowledging that past resolutions in both 2005 and 2009 have generated progress, 
resulting in the release and reintegration of children into their families and their 
communities,

Convinced that the protection of children in armed conflict should be an important aspect 
of any comprehensive strategy to resolve conflict,

1. Calls upon concerned member states to take decisive and immediate action

 against persistent perpetrators or violations and abuses committed against

 children in situations of armed conflict;

2. Emphasizes that school and hospital zones be kept as areas of peace, respected by 
all parties; 

3. Further calls upon member states to bring to justice those responsible for such

 violations that are prohibited under applicable international law including

 regard to the use of children, killing, rape, and attacks on schools or

 hospitals; 
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
