Re: the Expelling of Desertification on a Global Scale

African Union
Reminding member countries that desertification is the persistent degradation of dry lands, and it is responsible for lost arable land and loss of livelihoods of many farmers in the African continent, 
Taking into account that desertification occurs on all continents except Antarctica and affects the livelihoods of millions of people, including a large proportion of the poor in drylands,
Bearing in mind that 10 to 20% of drylands are already degraded, and ongoing desertification threatens the world’s poorest populations and the prospects of poverty reduction,
Emphasizing that desertification occurs as a result of a long-term failure to balance human demand for ecosystem services and the amount the ecosystem can supply. 
Further emphasizing that the pressure for dryland ecosystems to provide services such as food, forage, fuel, building materials, and water which is needed for humans, livestock, irrigation, and sanitation is increasing exponentially,
1. Approves the United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification (UNCCD), and encourages the support of this organization;
2. Encourages the creation of wells in arid areas and supports missionary organizations who do such;

3. Further recommends the utilisation of water sources and suggests that countries form irrigation systems;

4. Proposes that countries donate sums of money to the UNCCD and utilize their resources to assist them;

5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
