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Re: Reduction of Poverty and Hunger
General Assembly

Reminding that goal one of the Millennium Goals is to “Eradicate Extreme Poverty and Hunger” which aims to “Halve the proportion of people whose income is less than $1 a day”, “Achieve full employment and decent work for all, including women and young people” and “Halve the proportion of people who suffer from hunger”,

Bearing in mind that this situation forces many people to live in terrible conditions bereft of the fundamental rights established within the Declaration of Human Rights and below the poverty line established by the United Nations in 1948,

Calling attention to the fact that the world currently has the means to end global poverty but most governments do not see poverty-reduction as a priority because the benefits of reducing poverty are not widely understood and governments who do attempt to reduce poverty do not fully understand the best policy options to do so,
Realizing that  in 2010 1.4 million people worldwide live below the poverty line, defined as $1.25, which has decreased from 1.8 billion in 1990, 
Noting with regret that the current economic crisis is expected to cause 64 million more people to be pushed into extreme poverty,
1. Demands that all developed countries donate $3 million annually the UN Millennium Goals to increase global distribution of wealth and to improve the quality of life in undeveloped countries;


2. Encourages prevention and response to crises and the fight against malnutrition via an improvement of early warning systems and evaluation systems, crisis prevention and management, notably in rural environments;

3.  Calls upon all member states to promote community based nutritional initiatives and targeted food aid;

4. Draws attention to the promotion of sustainable agricultural and rural development which requires new production and foodstuffs methods through the development of scientific and technological skills in producing Genetically Modified Foods; 

5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
