Re: Reducing Child Mortality

General Assembly

Defining child mortality as a child dying prior to the age of five,
Reaffirming that goal number four of the Millennium Development Goals is to reduce child mortality by two thirds by the year 2015,
Bearing in mind that in 2010  nine million children died worldwide due to severe infection, birth asphyxia, complications of prematurity and low birth weight, and congenital conditions, as well as minor under nutrition, problems that can be managed with adequate education, prevention and medicine, 
Observing that there have been great strides made in decreasing the death rate of children, case in point, the worldwide child mortality rate has decreased by almost half since 1990, from 12 million children to 7.6 million children,

Appalled that even though great measures have been taken, the number of neonatal births, children who have died before age one, has increased in the past year to 40 % due to the lack of accessible healthcare and clinics given to expecting mothers,
Deeply regretting that the child mortality rate is severely higher in undeveloped countries, for example 1 in 8 children in sub-Sahara Africa die before the age of five compared to the 1 in 143 children in developed nations,

1. Demands the nations to contribute $1 million a year to organizations like UNICEF which assist developing nations face such issues;

2. Recommends all countries that have a high child mortality rate to seek the aid of organizations that assist in children’s health  in order to raise money to provide vaccines in order prevent the spread of disease and medicine to treat those who are currently ill;
3. Considers strongly that doctors and medical infrastructure from developed nations, who are more educated, be sent overseas in order to assist in the treatment of children;

4. Calls for education, healthcare and assistance to be provided to pregnant women at the start of their pregnancy in order to prevent the birth of premature and unhealthy babies to be established by 2020;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
