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Re: The Stability of Timor-Leste Leading up to the 2012 Elections

Security Council

Reaffirming the United Nation’s commitment to the independence, sovereignty and national unity of Timor-Leste through long-term stability in the country,
Noting that after next year’s elections in Timor-Leste, the United Nations security mission, United Nations Integrated Mission in Timor-Leste (UNMIT) will withdraw from the nation,

Cognizant of UNMIT’s substantial size which as of September 30, 2011 tallied to 1,191 police and 33 military liaison officers in addition to the UN’s civilian staff of 398 international and 894 local administrators,

Approving that on October 4, 2001, in union with Norway, the UN’s implementation of training for select police officers aiming to increase the awareness of, Timor-Leste’s Discipline Decree Law, 
Confident that this new program will strengthen human rights principles in police conduct and discipline, enabling officers to improve their responsiveness to citizen’s rights,
Stressing the necessity of a stable police force, mindful of human rights, to ensure both a peaceful election and, in maintaining stability after the election has taken place along with UNMIT’s withdrawal,

1. Calls for UNMIT to remain in Timor-Leste up to a month after the election has 
taken place to ensure the nation is left stable;

2. Encourages the current and future Government of Timor-Leste to offer support to 
its peoples through employment services, and social services, placing a 
special focus upon the nation’s rural areas and youth;

3. Requests UNMIT to remain diligent in its efforts to maintain stability in Timor-
Leste in the months approaching the upcoming election;
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
