Re: Women’s Rights

Human Rights Committee
Noting that discrimination of women’s rights is still present in developed countries, such as the United States, where on average women earn 70 cents for every dollar a man makes, 
Appalled by the fact that since the launch of the One Million Signature Campaign in Iran for legal equality between men and woman, over 100 activists were arrested for their efforts or may have faced persecution,
Further appalled by closing down newspapers, magazines and broadcasters who are promoting womens rights as well as blocking websites who further promote action against discrimination of women,

Observing that in many nations, such as several Middle Eastern and African countries, women do not realize their rights since they are not entitled to land or property, are victims of social exclusion, are forced into marriage, forced into prostitution and are denied healthcare,
Further observing that due to women denied halthcare based on status and being forced into prostetution, women are more likely to contract illnesses or STD’s and have a greater chance for illnesses to develop and lead to death,

Noting with deep concern the allowance of honor killings of women in countries such as Pakistan, particularly due to dishonour of the family and religion, social exclusion and unproper dress, with the excuse of religious or traditional reasons,
Concerned that many Member States are not living up to their promises under the Convention to Prevent Women from Discrimination, such as female genital mutilation, and that many other nations, such as Qatar and Sudan, have not signed the treaty,

1.Calls for member states to take part in efforts to:
a. Provide an equal right of education in its nation;
b. Provide an equal right of inheritance and right to own property;
c. Provide equal voting rights to both genders;
d. Provide equal workplace standard;
2.Encourages member states to follow in the example of 20 Latin American countries, including Mexico, who have worked together with UNICEF and NGO’s to coordinate efforts for the rights of gender equity from infancy by identifying the gender gaps and limitations in education, healthcare and work;
3. Further invites Member States to sign the treaty of the Convention to Prevent Women from Discrimination and keep their promise to take action against discrimination of women and take notice of the issue;
4. Reccomends for nations to assure that gender rights and the promises signed by their states are applied in courts and prosecution of the accused;

5. Calls for nations to enforce laws against violence towards women, including being aware of specifc situations refering to prostitution, trafficking and sexual assault and assure their awareness of the issue on the population;
6. Designates Member States to ensure that the rights of women are taken into account,  disregarding traditional or religious matters as a barrier against the elimination of the discrimination against women; 

7. Requests for the media to convey awareness on the issue and that Member States make sure that the population is aware of gender equality and acts towards the elimination of discrimination against women;

8. Decides to remain actively siezed of the matter.
