Re: Biological Warfare
General Assembly
Defining biological warfare, or germ warfare, as the intentional release of bacteria, viruses, fungi or biological toxins to kill or incapacitate humans, livestock or crops,
Alarmed that according to the Biological Weapons Convention (BWC), 176 countries are believed to possess biological weapons as of 2010, the largest producers being the United States of America, Russia, North Korea, South Korea, Iraq and China,

Noting with disapproval that offensive biological warfare, including mass production of germs, stockpiling and the usage of biological weapons was forbidden by the BWC as of 1972,

Calling to attention that the Biological Weapons Convention currently commits its 165 members to the prohibition of biological weapons, but has no formal verification system in place to check on the signatories,

Recognizing recent technological and scientific research and development which has made developing deadly biological weapons such as anthrax and the bubonic plague easier and more cost efficient,

1. Calls upon the aforementioned states with the largest biological weapon 



production counts to immediately safely dismantle weapons, with a 


cessation in further production;

2. Endorses that the Biological Weapons Convention implement an official system 


of recording the compliance of its signatory countries, and demands that 


such a system be made effective immediately, with checks of a country 


known or strongly believed to possess biological weapons occurring every 

3 months;

3. Emphasizes that all member countries of the Biological Weapons Convention to 


submit to undergoing routine inspection of developmental facilities, 


stockpile areas and laboratories by a committee of a scientists, one from 


each country that is a signatory in the BWC;

4. Affirms that a percentage of the military forces of the 15 largest BWC member 


countries serve a double role and stand as the military force of the BWC to 

enforce countries’ observance of their commitments as compliance to 


checks by the BWC is mandatory;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
