Defining terrorism as criminal acts committed with the purpose to provoke a state of terror in the general public or in a particular group of people, intimidate a population or compel a government or international organization abide by their instructions, 
Noting that there were 11,500 terrorist attacks, an increase of 5 percent form 2009, occurred in 72 countries in 2010 victimizing around 50,000 people and resulting in approximately 13200 deaths, a decline of 12 percent from 2009,

Noting further that according to the World Incidence Tracking System (WITS), Sunni extremists committed almost 60 percent of all worldwide terrorist attacks causing approximately 70 percent of terrorism-related deaths, a significant increase from the 62 percent in 2009, including the attack on 4 April 2010, in the Mansur and Al Karkh districts of Baghdad, Iraq, where three suicide bombers detonated near the Egyptian, German, and Iranian Embassies, killing a combined 42 people and wounding approximately 250 individuals,
Observing that armed terrorist attacks were the most prevalent in 2010, while bombings, including suicide attacks in particular, caused almost 70 percent of all deaths in 2010 (WITS), 
Reaffirming that terrorism in any form is a threat to the peace, stability, economic development and enjoyment of human rights of all member states and is irrevocably unjustifiable regardless of the motivations of those who partake in it,
Reaffirming also that terrorism has diffused across the world, and is predominant in areas such as the Middle-East and South Asia, whom experienced 3416 and 5537 terrorist attacks respectively (WITS), and the combating of it must remain a priority for all member states,  
Recognizing that international efforts to enhance dialogue and understanding among civilizations in effort to prevent discrimination of different religions and cultures, can positively contribute in countering the forces that instigate polarization and extremism, and hence also strengthening the international fight against terrorism,
Expressing concern at the increased use of new information and communication technologies, in particular the Internet, by terrorist organizations for the purposes of recruitment, financing, planning and preparation of their activities,  
1. Acknowledges the United States of America for their successful operation in infiltrating the Al-Qaeda haven and crippling the organization with the elimination of their leader Usama Bin Laden along with other members; 
2. Reminds the obligation of Member States to prevent the financing of terrorist acts, and criminalize deliberate provision of resources in their jurisdiction with the aim or knowledge that the funds will be used to carry out terrorist acts; 
3. Further reminds that all Member States are required to prevent the movement of terrorist groups and the supply of weaponry for terrorists by effective border controls, improving cooperation among authorities, and other means;
4. Advises the Counter-Terrorism Committee Executive Directorate (CTED) to arrange meetings with Member States with their consent for the purpose of the developing of comprehensive and integrated national counterterrorism strategies that includes also attention to the factors propagate and initiate terrorist activities;
5. Encourages the CTED to further develop its activities in respect for human rights and the rule of law in effort to eradicate potential causes of terrorism;
6. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter
