Re: Abolishment of Poverty
Human Rights Committee

Highlighting the United Nations Millennium Development Goal to end poverty in the world by 2015, 

Deeply regretting that the World Bank has estimated that there are 1,345 million people in developing countries who live on $1.25 US a day or less,

Appalled that according to the United Nations, 250,000 people die every day of hunger or hunger-related diseases, which means one person dies every three and a half seconds,
Appalled by the fact that 40 percent of the world’s population living below the poverty line accounts for 5 percent of global income, while 20 percent of the high income population accounts for three-quarters of world income (United Nations Development Program),
Disturbed that extreme poverty persists in all countries, regardless of economic, social and cultural circumstances, and branches into many other issues such as hunger, human trafficking, disease, lack of adequate housing, illiteracy and child labour, particularly in developing countries,
Emphasizing that more attention should be given to children, persons with disabilities and indigenous peoples who are living in extreme poverty, and that respect for all human rights, which are universal, is of much importance for all policies to fight poverty,
Affirming that the eradication of poverty is a challenging task, especially when globalization is dominant and much of the world is suffering from an economic recession, and requires extensive, organized and determined policies of all countries and international cooperation,
1. Suggests increased promotion of The Declaration of Human Rights and fundamental freedoms, in order to address poverty and the problems related to it;
2. Urges developed nations and financial committees to give financial aid to developing countries and attempt to implement policies that tackle poverty;
3. Accepts the report of the Independent Expert on extreme poverty (A/HRC/7/15) and appeals for the Independent Expert to:
a. Further examine the relationship between the exercising of human rights and extreme poverty;
b. Determine possible solutions that will give aid to those living in poverty and attempt to achieve the ratification of poverty;
4. Recommends developing countries with a large number of citizens below the poverty line to create increased job opportunities in agriculture and food production so as to combat both hunger and malnutrition, along with the poor economic situations;
5. Appeals to all United Nations agencies, non-governmental and governmental organizations, and the private sector, to cooperate fully in effort to end poverty in all countries of the world;
6. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
