Re: Promoting Women’s Rights in Developing Nations
African Union
Calling attention to the fact that 70 percent of the 1 million people who are living in extreme poverty are women and girls, and girls are 3 times more likely to be malnourished than boys,   

Emphasizing that the first female parliamentarian in Rwanda began serving in 1965 and in 2003, when women won 48.8 percent of seats in Rwanda’s lower house of   Parliament,

Strongly requests that the governments’ donations be required to recognize and implement the rights of women, and encourages governments to promote gender equality within their own countries,

Observing that out of the 550 million people working in developing countries, an estimated 330 million or 60 percent are women,

Concerned that the current status of women in Africa is paradox to the following several articles of the African Union Charter on Human and People’s Rights; 2-5, 15, 18 sub article 3, and 19,
1.  Taking note that children of women who have completed primary school are less likely to die before the age of 5 than children of mothers with no schooling, and extra years spent at school will increase their lifetime income by 10-20 percent;

2.  Seeking amplified funding from several organizations that deal with promoting gender equality, including charities such as UNICEF, Because I Am A Girl, Free The Children and many others to continue to further endorse money and to ensure women and girls stay enrolled in school;

3.  Calls upon the African Union to request the assistance of organs within the United Nations, specifically the UN Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM) and the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW), to implement and advance the conditions of the clauses mentioned above;
4.  Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
