Concerned that approximately 10 million children die each year before their fifth birthday, mainly from preventable diseases such as malaria,
Deeply appalled that the major infectious diseases are HIV/AIDS, malaria and tuberculosis,
Approving that the spread of HIV/AIDs appears to have stabilized in most regions, and more people are surviving longer, 
Calling attention to the goal issued by the UN: “Reduce by two thirds, between 1990 and 2015, the under-five mortality rate”,
Promoting the fact revitalizing efforts against pneumonia and diarrhoea, while bolstering nutrition, could save millions of children, 
Alarmed that trade and all forms of development finance, including official development assistance for developing nations, remain important in achieving goals,
1. Congratulates the achievements of Zambia which has improved access to basic rural health and sanitation services, recommends all countries follow their example;
2. Taking note that recent success in controlling measles may be short-lived if funding gaps are not bridged; therefore such missions should be funded by and approved by nations in the world;
3. Observing that the Millennium Declaration includes targets to be achieved by country nutrition, access to safe drinking water, maternal and child health, infectious disease and sanitation services, and necessities to essential medicines by 2015 and bearing this in mind, it is suggested further that African countries rely on each other as opposed to solely developed countries;
4. Decides to remain actively sized of the matter.
