Re: Universal Primary Education

General Assembly

Calling to attention that universal education is a Millennium Developmental Goal, which aims for boys and girls regardless of their country, to have completed a full course of primary school,

Noting with concern that the Sub-Saharan African and Southern Asian regions are the main districts for children being out of school, the Sub-Saharan African region having 31 million children and Southern Asia having 18 million children not enrolled,
Reminding member states that receiving primary education creates a positive feedback, as the recipient will be able to read, write and be able to use mathematics and have a greater understanding of ongoing events, meaning that they will also be able to help their children in their future schooling, 
Having studied that in 25 developing countries the gap between the chances of boys enrolling in school over girls is 10%, increasing to 20% in Yemen, Togo, Turkey, Nepal and India, and girls attendance in schools for Sub-Saharan African countries being a mere 22 -27 %,
Expresses its satisfaction that in developing nations, enrolment in primary education reached 89% in 2008, increasing from an 85% enrolment in 2000,
Keeping in mind that school fees are a factor as to why some children are unable to attend school, and that the abolition of school fees in Tanzania doubled attendance of children 5-18 to 99.6% by 2008 compared to a 45.3% rate in 1999, 


1. Congratulates the countries of China, Chile, Cuba, Singapore and Sri Lanka, for 



successfully completing a campaign towards ensuring universal primary 



education;


2. Encourages member states to invest in alternatives to traditional schools in developed 


areas of high density - for example, mobile schools that could reach all rural 


expanses that would be funded by the country's government;
3. Calls upon countries to strike down primary schooling fees, and to provide lunches at 
elementary schools, which will help to nourish children who might not be able to 
be receive equal sustenance at home;
4. Requests that developed countries with a 98% and above literacy rate each give 
monetary funds annually to countries with a literacy rate of 60% and below, based 
on the percentage of school-age children to the total population;


5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
