Re: Universal Primary Education
Human Rights Committee

Recalling that everyone has the right to education and that it shall be free, at least in the elementary and fundamental stages, which is enshrined in Article 26 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,

Noting the United Nations Millennium Declaration aims to ensure that by 2015, all girls and boys will be able to complete a full course of primary education,

Appalled by the fact that 67 million school-age children, with 31 million of these children from sub-Saharan Africa, and 18 million from Southern Asia, are not enrolled in school,

Further appalled that of the 67 million out-of-school primary-school-age children, 53 per cent are girls according to the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO),

Disturbed by the high probability of sexual exploitation of these females who are not enrolled in primary education,
Deeply concerned that in sub-Saharan Africa, more than 30 percent of primary school students drop out before reaching a final grade,

Affirming that the realization of access to primary education for all will contribute to the efforts of eradicating poverty, reducing child mortality, attaining gender equality and ensuring peace and democracy in developing countries,
1. Suggests increased publicizing of the significant numbers of people in our world who do not have access to primary education through the media, such as news broadcasts, documentaries and more;

2. Urges developing countries to allocate governmental resources in effort to subsidize or abolish school and primary education fees for the children;
3. Further urges these countries to invest in teaching infrastructure and resources, such as the establishment of additional schools and classrooms, to expand accessible education;
4. Appeals to all Member States to: 
a. Formulate personal goals of primary education for all by placing resolute targets to collaborate with communities, the media, and development organizations, such as UNICEF and UNESCO, to achieve these goals;
b. Offer financial aid to organizations and countries in their efforts to increase access to education and literacy for all, especially children;

c. Take all measures to ensure an inclusive education system for all people despite any disabilities, mental disorders, or other health issues; 

d. Adopt effective measures and incentives to encourage regular attendance at school in hopes of reducing school dropout rates; 

e. Take all necessary legislative measures to prohibit discrimination, which has the purpose or effect of impairing equality of treatment in and access to education.
