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 Re: Sustainable Drinking Water
African Union
Deeply concerned that approximately 1.5 billion people in developing nations remain without adequate safe drinking water and about 2.5 billion of these people have no access to basic sanitation,
Emphasizing in Africa, 35 out of the 55 countries in the world with domestic water use below 50 litres per person per day, 
Appalled by the fact that approximately half of all African people suffer from one of six main water-related diseases,

Observing that the water resources are shrinking, for example, the size of Chad’s lake has fallen from 25,000 square kilometres to less than 3,000 square kilometres in the span of 30 years, affecting more than 20 million Africans,
Calling to attention that currently about 50 per cent of drinkable water, as is 75 per cent of irrigation water is wasted,
Stating that Africa has copious water bodies that are not being used efficiently, with 17 large rivers and more than 160 major lakes,
Noting further that Less than 1% of the world’s fresh water (or about 0.007% of all water on earth) is readily accessible for direct human use, and WHO estimates that 94% of these diarrhoeal cases are preventable through modifications to the environment, including access to safe water,
Calling for attention that the UN estimates it would cost an additional $30 billion to provide access to safe and clean water for everyone living in this world,

Alarmed that half of the world's hospital’s patients suffering from water related illnesses such as cholera and diarrhea,
Noting with deep concern that Trachoma, one of the most common causes of             blindness in the developing world, is linked to poor sanitation and contaminated drinking water,
1. Convinced that if we do nothing other than provide access to clean water, without any other medical intervention, we could save 2 million lives a year;
2. Encourages all member states to donate 5% of GDP or $28 billion to safe water funds;
3. Supports the Global Water Fund which is geared toward the basic water decontamination education and transportation for people living in remote areas or poverty;
            4. .Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
