Re:  Eradication of Hunger 
Human Rights Committee 

Appalled that there are currently an estimated 925 million people that do not have enough to eat, with 98 percent of them living in developing countries (World Food Programme),
Further appalled by the imbalanced food distribution in the world, where two thirds of the population of the world reside in developing countries, which produce merely one third of the food in the world (United Nations),

Deeply disturbed that malnutrition contributes to approximately five million deaths of children under five each year in developing countries (United Nations Children's Fund), 
Recognizing that everyone has the inalienable right to be free from hunger and malnutrition to develop and maintain their physical and mental abilities, and that this pressing concern jeopardizes the right to life noted in Article 3 of the United Nations Declaration of Human Rights,
Realizing that hunger and undernourishment is inherently correlated to poverty and economic systems, as control over resources and income is based on military, political and economic power that typically ends up in the hands of a minority,
Observing that climate change, such as increasing drought, flooding and temperature fluctuations, is also a large factor in the substantial levels of hunger and malnutrition in the world, 

Noting that the elimination of hunger and malnutrition is one of the focal objectives in the United Nations Declaration on Social Progress and Development, and the resolving of the causes that result in this situation are the common purposes of all nations,
1. Calls for Member States to:

a. Work together for higher food production and a more equitable and efficient distribution of food between and within countries;

b. Form appropriate food and nutrition policies that are integrated in socio-economic and agricultural development plans based on knowledge of availability of existing and potential food resources;

c. Promote the advancement of food production technology and efforts to promote the transfer and dissemination of the technology in the interests of the developing countries;
2. Recommends developed countries to collaborate financially with the developing countries in attempt to expand land and water resources for agricultural production;
3. Encourages countries to cooperate in effort of stabilizing world food markets and endorsing equitable and reasonable prices, through international agreements and treaties;
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
