Re: Human Rights of Migrants 
Human Rights Committee
Recalling the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which proclaims that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and that everyone is entitled to all the rights and freedoms enshrined without discrimination of any kind, in particular as to race, colour, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion, national or social origin, property, birth or other status, 
Reaffirming the Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination, and the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families, and the relevance of these treaties in the protection of all migrants,
Noting that immigration is prevalent in our society as the Population Division of the United Nations estimated 213 943 812 international migrants from 2005- 2010, which is around 3 percent of the global population and a 10 percent increase from the 2000-2005 values,
Recalling that migrant workers are among the most vulnerable in the context of the financial and economic crisis and that remittances, which are significant private financial sources for households, have been negatively affected by rising unemployment and weak earnings growth among migrant workers in some countries of destination,
Realizing that a substantial number of migrants are frequently employed under less favourable conditions of work than other citizens, and that some seek such labour in order to reap the benefits of unfair competition,

Bearing in mind that States are obligated under international law to express diligence in prevention of crimes against migrants, particularly those committed with racist motivation, 
1. Acknowledges the successful negotiation of International Labour Organization Convention No. 189 concerning Decent Work for Domestic Workers, adopted on 16 June 2011;

2. Strongly recommends for nations to be conscious of trafficking of people into and out of their nations and to implement action against this matter by enforcing laws and carrying out efficient prosecution of offenders involved;

3. Encourages nations to maintain an organized system in surveillance of immigrants entering and to partake in any necessary investigations and procedures;
4. Urges states to investigate such crimes and to punish the perpetrators, while acknowledging the human rights and fundamental freedoms of victims, while urging States to reinforce measures in this regard, including international cooperation;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
