Re: Corruption of Sierra Leone’s Government

The International Court of Justice
Defining corruption as the violation of the obligations of integrity, fidelity and impartiality in the  
 exercise of a public service, to the detriment of the user,
Appalled by the fact that corruption still has a prevailing role in every aspect and level of the government in Sierra Leone, even after many anti-corruption measures have been implemented,

Noting further with deep concern that due to the great deal of corruption in Sierra Leone many investors and countries are apprehensive of trading and providing aid as a result of Sierra Leone’s ministers being charged of embezzling the state’s wealth and foreign aid for their own personal gain,

Deeply regretting that since corruption has a trickle-down effect, many of the civilians experience the full brunt of the problem, where even the civil servants only earn as low as $1 USD a day,

Observing that Sierra Leone’s economy relies heavily on significant amounts of foreign assistance and investments, and that the prospect of corruption acts as a deterrent towards the revitalization of the country’s own economy,

Keeping in mind that in adherence to the United Nations Convention against Corruption, Articles 43 -49, Sierra Leone requires international co-operation to at least neutralize the aforementioned issue, that of which Sierra Leone has failed to see,


Calls upon further aid, especially legal aid, from developed countries of the to investigate and prosecute instances of corruption, especially in the higher tiers of government;

Encourages international attention and full transparency regarding the dispersion of foreign aid in Sierra Leone, so that the chances of embezzlement can be reduced;

Supports and advocates the United Nations Convention against Corruption, so that Sierra Leone, and other nations can truly become societies that totally embraces democracy.
