Re: The Punishment of Muammar Muhammed Abu Minyar Gaddafi in reference to Libyan War Crimes

The International Court of Justice 

Noting that Muammar Muhammed Abu Minyar Gaddafi had been the De Facto 
leader 
of Libya since 1969,
Deeply disturbed that Muammar Muhammed Abu Minyar Gaddafi is alleged to

 
have commissioned the murder and persecution of civilians, 

Noting with deep concern that he had been using the Libyan State Security Forces 
to commit crimes against humanity since the 15th of February 2011, in 
Libya, 
Tripoli, Benghazi, and Misrata,
Appalled by Gaddafi’s use of Libyan State machinery to deter protests against his 
regime 
using any means necessary including lethal force, 
Further appalled by the fact that Muammar Muhammed Abu Minyar Gaddafi

 
permitted the Libyan State Security Forces to detain hundreds of civilians, 
Expressing its satisfaction that on June 27th, 2011, the International Court of Justice 
issued a warrant for the arrest of Gaddafi, 

Taking into account the death of Gaddafi which occurred on the 20th of October 2011, 

1. Discourages states from referring to the behaviour of Gaddafi and 


implementing these actions in the governing of their own states;
2. Strongly deplores states from violently avenging Muammar Muhammed 

Abu Minyar Gaddafi’s death; 

3. Further invites states to provide support for Libya as they transition from the 

chaos of Gaddafi’s tyranny, to stability;
4. Encourages states to work quickly to reach a just conviction in the case of

 Muammar Muhammed Abu Minyar Gaddafi to prevent violent 

 
retaliations;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
