Re: Croatia’s Violation Under the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide 

The International Court of Justice

Having Considered that in June 1991, both Slovenia and Croatia declared independence from Yugoslavia which resulted in the Yugoslavian national army primarily made up of Serbs invading Slovenia for ten days,
Noting that Serbian guerrillas aided by the Yugoslavian national army invaded Croatia in 1991 and that the Serbs began mass executions by killing hundreds of Croat men and burying them in mass graves,
Approving the cease-fire agreement between Serbs and Croats that was sponsored by the United States in 1991,
Deeply Regretting that shortly after arranging the cease-fire agreement, the US then launched diplomatic efforts aiming to unify Bosnian Muslims and Croats against the Serbs,
Appalled by Croatia’s violation of the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide during the August 1995 ‘Storm’ operation,

Deeply disturbed that during operation ‘Storm’, Croatia attempted to destroy the part of the Serb national and ethnical group living in the Krajina Region (UN Protected Areas North and South) in Croatia,

Alarmed that throughout operation ‘Storm’, members of the Serb national and ethnical group were seriously injured both physically and mentally if not murdered as well as being placed in conditions calculated to bring about the group’s partial physical destruction, 

1. Reminds member states of the gravity of genocide and the dangerous 
precedent set when as a crime it is not brought to justice;
2. Further reminds member states that Genocide is a direct violation of Human 
Rights;
3. Calls upon the Republic of Croatia to reimburse the members of the Serb 
national and ethnic group for all effects caused by genocide including all 
damages and losses; 
4. Encourages the safe and free return of the members of the Serb national and 
ethnic group to their homes in the Republic of Croatia through the 
establishment of legal conditions and secured environment;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
