Deeply concerned that as one of the highest ranking commanders of both the, ‘Front des

Nationalistes et intégrationnistes’ (National Integrationist Front) (FNI) and, the ‘Force de Résistance patriotique en Ituri’ (Patriotic Resistance Force in Ituri) (FRPI), Katanga was essential to the execution of several attacks violating the Human Right’s Charter, 
Condemning the attack which began on February 24, 2003, taking place in the village of Bogoro, situated in the Democratic Republic of Congo that Germain Katanga helped orchestrate,
Fully Alarmed that during the attack coordinated in part by Katanga, approximately 200 civilians were murdered, while survivors were both seriously injured and imprisoned in a room filled with corpses,
Further Appalled by Katanga’s pillaging and sexual enslavement of several women and girls,
Deeply Disturbed that many of the soldiers recruited to carry out the attack on Bogoro were under the age of fifteen, 
1. Approves the warrant of arrest that was issued for Germain Katanga also


known as on, July 2, 2007;
2. Strongly Condemns member states from harbouring the Katanga in their states 
or from working with other states to conceal Katanga from the court;
3. Expresses its hope that member states will work efficiently and cohesively to 
bring justice for those who have suffered atrocities at Katanga’s hand;
4. Urges that member states implement rehabilitation and relief efforts to offer assistance to civilians as they work to reconstruct their lives;

5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
