Re: The Spraying of Aerial Herbicides in to Ecuador

The International Court of Justice

Calling attention to the reported case of aerial spraying, by Colombia, of toxic herbicides 
at locations near and at, and across the border of their neighbouring state, 
Ecuador, in March of 2008, 
Taking into account that Ecuador has been diplomatically persisting for seven years prior 
to the reported case, for Colombia to seize aerial spraying, 
Recognizing the serious damages this spraying has caused to people, animals, crops and 
property, and the environment, 

Deeply disturbed that the toxic herbicides have caused people in many Ecuador-
Colombia border communities to suffer from skin lesions, rashes, burning eyes, 
nausea, dizziness, respiratory problems, and intestinal bleeding, 
Deeply regretting that despite the attempted efforts to negotiate an end to the 
fumigations, they have proved unsuccessful, 
Keeping in mind the requests of Ecuador, to the Court, desiring Colombia to put an end to 
the aerial herbicidal spraying affecting their state, 
Cognizant of the costs associated with both the restoration needed due to environmental 
damages, and those related to the monitoring required in assessing future risks to 
public health, 
1. Calls for the state of Colombia to reimburse Ecuador for the costs due to 

damages caused by aerial herbicide spraying;
2. Strongly encourages the state of Colombia to stop all activities related to the 
pollution through aerial herbicides, in its own state, as well as in Ecuador; 
3. Suggests that Colombia respect the sovereignty and territorial integrity of 
Ecuador;
4. Expresses its hope that all member states of the International Court of Justice 
will cease all aerial herbicidal spraying actions to prevent further 
consequences due to this destructive act; 
5. Condemns the United States of America for financing the aerial spraying of crops in Colombia, which has indirectly caused harm in Ecuadorian communities, since the year 2000; 
6. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
