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Re: International Oceanic Jurisdiction in the Arctic  

The International Court of Justice
Recognizing the increasing pressures placed upon international law as climate change imposes political, diplomatic and economic challenges for the international community,
Understanding that as global temperatures rise, Arctic ice continues to melt creating areas of the ocean which have no designated nationality,
Acknowledging there are already extensive laws governing the sea however, they tend to be vague and general, 
Mindful that those six nations surrounding the Arctic Ocean are currently engaged in, a ‘Scramble for the Arctic’ as the melting of the northern ice cover is revealing, valuable resources like oil buried in the arctic sea beds,
Reminding member states that in general circumstances, a country’s territorial waters only extend 12 miles from its coast while its exclusive economic zone extends up to 200 miles from its respective oceanic border, 
1. Encourages member states to reach a solution in regards to the oceanic 
jurisdictions of countries bordering the Arctic Ocean, peacefully;
2. Implores that member states establish a common, unbiased tracking and 
monitoring system of economic, military, and scientific exploration in the 
Arctic Ocean;
3. Recommends that until a consensus on international oceanic jurisdictions is

 implements, current regulations concerning territorial waters remain in

 place;
4. Urges that countries continue and increase their efforts to curb global 
warming;
5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
