Re: The Sovereignty of Kosovo in Accordance with International Law

The International Court of Justice

Recalling that on the 17th of February in 2008, Kosovo, the southernmost province of Serbia, requested an advisory opinion from the International Court of Justice regarding its sovereignty,
Appalled by the efforts of Slobodan Milosevic, Yugoslav’s former leader, to ‘crackdown’ on ethnic Albanian separatists through an ethnic cleansing of Serbia,
Bearing in mind the North American Treaty Organization’s active military involvement in Serbia through a 78 day airstrike campaign during 1999 when NATO airstrikes ended the leadership of Slobodan Milosevic,

Calling attention to the fact that since NATO’S 1999 campaign, Kosovo has remained under international trusteeship,

Fully aware that 90% of Kosovo’s population of 2 million people are ethnic Albanian holding secular Muslim beliefs, and that 60 000 Serbs residing in Kosovo are Christian Orthodox who regard Belgrade, the capital of Serbia, as their own capital,

Having considered that only 69 of the United Nation's 192 member countries recognise Kosovo as an independent nation including the United States of America, the United Kingdom, Albania, and Croatia,

Having further considered that 123 member countries of the United Nations do not consider Kosovo to have sovereignty such as Serbia, China, and Russia whose president Vladimir Putin argued that allowing Kosovo to legally hold independence would create a dangerous precedent,

1. Regrets the recent escalation in violence in Kosovo between ethnic Albanians 

and Serbs during late July and early August of 2011 prompting NATO to 
increase the militaristic Kosovo Security Force to nearly 6000 troops;’
2. Encourages member states in the International Court of Justice to work towards a unanimous decision regarding Kosovo’s independence to prevent derision sparking further conflict between ethnic Albanians and Serbs;

3. Expresses its hope that the dispute regarding Kosovo’s sovereignty be resolved peacefully;
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
