Re: Legality of the Threat or Use of Nuclear Weapons

The International Court of Justice

Cognizant of the capacity of nuclear weapons to cause untold human suffering both 
immediately, and for generations to come, 

Referring to the statement made by the International Court of Justice in 1996 in reference 
to the destructive power of nuclear weapons and their potential to destroy all 
civilization and the ecosystem of the planet, 
Recalling the disastrous effects of the last use of nuclear weapons during the Second 
World War which caused the deaths of over 75 000 people in the bombing of 
Hiroshima alone,

Bearing in mind that, decades after the initial bombing of Hiroshima, radiation damage 
continues to cause many health effects and disorders such as cataracts, anaemia, 
and cancers like leukemia,
Noting further that there is no supreme authority which sanctions the use of nuclear 
weapons, 

Deeply concerned that though some states declared their opposition to the use of nuclear 
weapons in specified territories or against other states, many have resisted and 
continued to reserve the right to use nuclear weapons in certain circumstances, 
1. Requests member states to take into account the devastating consequences of 
the use of nuclear weapons when deciding upon their legality; 

2. Emphasizes the obligation upon states to negotiate in all fairness nuclear 
disarmament agreements strengthening the treaty on the Non-Proliferation 
of Nuclear Weapons;

3. Congratulates the state of Brazil for its initiative in maintaining its nuclear-weapons-free stance in situations of armed conflict; 
4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter. 
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
