Alarmed that the international trade of opium has damaged many countries in several major aspects through waged wars, escalated crimes and the presence of illegal and dangerous narcotics in communities,

Observing that opium contains up to 12% morphine, that can be used for medicinal purposes but is also frequently processed chemically to produce heroin for the intentions of illegal drug trade,
Deeply concerned that the use of heroin causes many long term health issues to arise, this includes the increased spread of HIV, due to this injected drug use, 

Further appalled by the fact that crime rates are noticeably higher in regions of high drug trafficking and cause an unsafe and destructive community within any given country,
Taking note that Afghanistan has become the top producer of opium, reaching 131,000 hectares of opium cultivation in 2011 and in addition, China is a vital transshipment point of opium,
Taking into account that opium has grown to be a profitable business in Afghanistan, making up 9 per cent of the country's GDP, with opium trade contributing to a significant part of the Afghan and many other countries’ economies,
1. Approving of successful forms of cooperation, such as the Triangular Initiative, including Afghanistan, the Islamic Republic of Iran and Pakistan;
2. Emphasizing the control of precursor chemicals under the flag of the Target Anti-Trafficking Regional Communication, Expertise and Training (TARCET) operation to be critical;
3. Strongly suggests for the Afghan government to take steps to eradicate the trade of opium and implement an equally sustainable agricultural good that can be traded in replacement of opium;
4. Encourages the continuous actions taken by the Paris Pact initiative, that created an international forum for the discussion of drug trafficking and cross-border cooperation;

5. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
