Alarmed that there is still an approximate 40 percent of the world’s countries that do not hold a democratic government, where these citizens are prevented from having an opinion on legislative decision that ultimately effects them on a daily basis, 

Emphasizing that 30 of the world’s least corrupt countries are those who have a democratic government in place, whereas countries that possess an autocratic government have a greater amount of corruption,

Calling attention to the disturbing event that recently took place in Libya, as the Libyan citizens risked life and limb in a civil war against Libya’s former ruling dictator, Muammar Gaddafi and his reckless military, in hopes that they may gain freedom and democracy,
1. Calls upon all the countries of the world who neglect to have a democratic system of government to immediately establish Rule of Law to prevent tragic and fatal events of rebellion;
2. Strongly suggests the governments of the democratic countries of the world to further encourage governments of non-democratic countries to adopt this system with alliance and trade benefits;
3. Congratulates the countries who have maintained a democratic government and continue to recognize and take into consideration the voices of their citizens;
