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Re: Reduction of Unemployment Rates

Calling attention to the fact that parents who live in countries such as Zimbabwe, Haiti, and Bosnia and Herzegovina, with steep unemployment rates will be unable to provide the full education for their children, 

Noting with deep concern that Spain’s unemployment rate has risen sharply to 20 percent for the first time in thirteen years, and is currently the highest unemployment rate in Europe,          

Appalled by the fact that the youth unemployment rate is 37.87 percent for people between the ages of fifteen and twenty-four, 

Acknowledging that this problem is primarily due to the fact that countries, such as Spain, struggle with their economy, thus creating a multitude of social issues that are beyond the citizens’ control, 

Emphasizing the short and long term effects of rising unemployment in the world and the effects that being unemployed have on the person, which are a reduced collection of taxes for governments, an increased pressure on government funding for social benefits, a hinder on the economic growth of the country, a substantial loss of income for the individual, and severely heightened stress for the person to provide for their family and others,
Bearing in mind that a high unemployment rate has a detrimental effect on the demand for goods, which results in a reduction of imports from a country’s trading partners,

1.  Encourages governments to provide employment subsidies to firms that employ a larger amount of recent high school and university graduates, to provide work experience and better future employability, plus, create an incentive for firms to increase the size of their workforce;
2.  Call upon all Member States to increase government spending on public work projects, specifically, infrastructure, and implement government programs to encourage employment;
3.  Urges governments to reduce interest rates or corporate taxes, in order to encourage foreign investment into the economy from foreign multinational companies;
4.  Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
