Defining, alternative energy sources to be, solar, wind or hydroelectric power,

Having studied that many countries in the Middle East use alarming rates of electricity and water supplies which, are further induced by the fact that very few countries in the Middle East actually make their citizens pay for the usage of these resources,

Deeply concerned that according to studies carried out by the International Energy Agency, several other countries, besides the Middle East, such as China, Australia, and the United States of America, have the highest carbon dioxide emissions in the world, and these emission numbers are said to be increasing exponentially,

Emphasizing that carbon emissions are contributing to rising global temperatures which is adversely affecting our climate, ecosystems, crop yields, forests, water supply, contributes to global warming issues and human life,
Drawing attention, for those unaware, of the small countries in the Middle East who use alarming rates of electricity, that even countries like Qatar are investing 70 million into renewable energy projects and this should be viewed as a model for other large energy consuming countries,
1. Strongly urges members of ECOSOC to create a widespread campaign to promote the investment of government funds in the transition from the use of fossil fuels to the use of renewable energy sources;

2. Calls for countries to carefully examine their carbon dioxide emissions and to take steps to lower their emissions through a proactive plan using renewable energy sources;

3. Recommends countries not making efforts to reduce carbon emissions, to be subject to an emissions tax;

4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
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
