Concerned that in developing nations where hunger overpowers the access to food, genetically modified food is the solution to the problem, as it is cheaper to make, more affordable and much easier to grow,

Having examined that results from the Pachico and Wolf Study (2002) displayed that 66 percent of the surveyed participants in Columbia felt they did not provide an adequate amount of food for their family and would be willing to purchase genetically modified food for a cheaper price,

Draws attention to the that farmers from any country must deal with impacting annual crop failures,

Noting with satisfaction that the United Nations Development Programme states that developing countries will gain drastic benefits from genetically modified foods as it can be a significant resolution to malnutrition issues in developing nations,

1. Demands that all the nations that hold a suffice amount of food products and who are currently finical stable, donate funds and/or technology to developing countries so they may be supplied with the ability to produce genetically modified foods;
2. Encourages the use of genetically modified foods in nations with unfavorable weather for crops or little farmland;
3. Strongly supports the continuations use and research of genetically modified foods in nations such as the United States of America, Argentina, Brazil, and China;
