Re: Legal Consequences of the Construction of a Wall in the Occupied Palestinian Territory

The International Court of Justice

Keeping in mind the ongoing and continuous conflict between present day Israel and 
Palestine, 

Deeply concerned of the relentless terrorism that the Israeli peoples are currently 
experiencing around the Occupied Palestinian Territory of the Gaza Strip and 
West Bank, 

Further appalled by the near 8000 Palestinian casualties killed in the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict between the years of 1987 and 2010,

Realizing that little or no freedom is given to the Palestinians,


Calling attention to the recent construction of a 6-metre concrete barrier topped with 
barbed wire and surrounded by guard towers that isolates Palestinians from 
basic human necessities, society, electricity and fuel, 

Recognizing that this land is Occupied Palestinian Territory, and not Disputed Land, 

Affirming the 131 United Nation member states that have extended diplomatic 
recognition to the State of Palestine,

1. Expresses its hope that the construction of this wall be abolished in order to 
prevent the imprisonment of the Palestinian population;

2. Further requests that Palestinian inhabitants be granted the right to obtain 
civilization records and acquire essential human necessities; 

3. Encourages that Palestine’s independence be approved to prevent further 
violent conflicts between the nations of Israel and Palestine;

4. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
